· Hello, it’s that time of year again! I hope you are all having a great year so far, and that your students are preparing for Region 1 Competition on Wednesday February 6, 2019. Our Registration deadline is Wednesday January 23rd. 
· We will be using the DLG registration system for FCCLA Region Conference again this year. This is the same system you have used for Fall Leadership and National Meetings if you were able to attend. Feel free to contact Monique Nielsen or Nikki Sue Larkin with any registration questions. This is the website for registration, the link can also be found on the Utah FCCLA Website.

· All of your student information will transfer from your affiliation.  Please attach correct STAR events and appropriate affiliations from the drop down menus. 
· All students, advisors, and chaperones who are attending need to register, even if they are not competing in a STAR event.  
· Please fill out the registration information completely and remember to list those who are competing as a team together.  If you have students competing as a team in culinary they are all team 1; if there are 2 teams competing in focus on children the first group would be team 1 and the other group competing in focus on children would be team 2. 

· Students need to be affiliated and invoices paid for affiliation before you can register them so please plan accordingly. If you have affiliated your students please double check to see if you have paid for them. Once in your National FCCLA account you can see if your affiliation is complete. If it is not complete there will be a RED TAB that says “submit affiliation”. If you try to register a student at DLG who is grayed out that means they have not been paid for through Nationals, and you must go back to the National Affiliation and pay for that student. Credit card payments for affiliation will allow you to register immediately.  If you are paying affiliation by check or PO you will not be able to register until National FCCLA Headquarters has received the payment. 
· This system times out after 20 minutes, so when you are registering students set aside the time needed to focus on this!

· Your online registration must be completed by Wednesday January 23rd 2019. Payment must also be postmarked by January 23rd to avoid a late fee charge.  Late Registrations will be accepted until January 30th with a $10 late Fee.  No other registrations will be accepted after the 30th. If a student drops out after registration no refund will be given.

· Checks need to be made out to Utah FCCLA for the total amount.  If you are using the credit card payment option a 4% fee will be charged.  You will pay using the paypal link in the DLG Registration system.
· Payment must be postmarked by January 23, 2019
· Late registration will be accepted until January 30, 2019 with an additional $10 
· Cost is $20 per student, advisor, and chaperone.  $30 if registration is late.
· Please remember to include the advisors, chaperones, and any students who are not competing on the registration form.
· Pre-paid lunch cards ($8) will be provided for lunch and will work with any of the vendors in the Shepherd Union building.  Some of the options include Waldo’s Cheesie Grill, Stone Pizza Co., Garden Artist, Einstein Bros Bagels, Tres Habaneros, and Union Sushi.  Students and advisors may get something to eat in between competitions and workshops.  Weber State asks that students congregate in designated seating areas and refrain from sitting on the floor and in walk-ways.   

· The Culinary Arts competition will be held​​​​​​​​ Tuesday, February 5, 2019 at Roy High School beginning approximately at 8:00 a.m. (participants need to arrive 30 minutes prior to the beginning of the competition.  Advisers are not allowed in the kitchens during competition.   An equipment list is available online.  Teams can consist of 1, 2, or 3 members; however, students in teams of 1 or 2 will still have to complete all recipes. Please note the times may change slightly depending on the number of teams that register.  Specific times will be given shortly after registration closes.  The menu for the culinary competition at Region was e-mailed out by Nikki Sue Larkin.  This is the same menu all regions will be using for the Region Culinary Competition, the menu will be different for the State Culinary Competition. 
· The theme for Early Childhood 2018-19: “Be a Friend”. The theme stays the same for state, but the activity will change.
· Please follow the new STAR events manual for 2018-19 carefully.  These guidelines are there to help you and your students.  Follow the rubrics.  The Star Event manual can now be downloaded by logging in to your FCCLA portal at https://affiliation.registermychapter.com/fccla#. Once you are logged in on the far right there is a drop down arrow, select Resources and then click on Competitive Events.   Also don’t forget that there are several online STAR events as well. 
· A copy of the code of conduct can be found on the state website.  Please make sure that each student has turned one back into you and that you also have parent permission for them to attend.  
· Dress Code: Advisers, please take the opportunity to review the dress code policy with your students prior to Region Conference. Region Conference is an excellent opportunity for members to convey to others the positive and professional image of FCCLA. The appropriate dress for all attendees will be:  Red, black, or white oxford or polo shirt (long or short sleeves), Black dress slacks or pants (no capris, shorts, or leggings), black skirts-no shorter than 2 inches above the knee, Dress shoes. Jeans, t-shirts, and athletic wear are NOT allowed at Region Conference. Advisers are responsible for enforcing the dress policy with their students.  If a student is competing in a STAR Event they may wear attire appropriate for their STAR event but should be in official FCCLA dress for the closing meeting. Thank you for your cooperation and support in putting forth a positive image of FCCLA. You are the person who is in the best position to encourage them to meet these standards. Please refer to the website for more information regarding the dress code. 

· Please refer to your district’s travel policy for liability issues.  Students are not allowed to drive themselves to the conference. · State Convention is March 26-27, 2019 at the Davis Convention Center, Registration Deadline is March 1, 2019. 

· Every school should have signed up to help with a STAR Event and other duties at Region Conference.  Each Advisor will be in charge of a STAR event or two and act as a room consultant. You will need to recruit 3-6 judges for your assigned STAR Event(s).  Please send the names, e-mail addresses, and phone numbers of your judges to monique.nielsen@slscshools.org ASAP.  Becky Sagers from Weber School District will also be coordinating Judges and conducting our Judge’s meeting.  There is no cost for the evaluators and lunch will be provided, however, if it is another adviser that will be helping you out as a STAR event evaluator or room consultant they still need to pay for registration as an adviser. If you have a question about your assignment, feel free to contact Monique Nielsen to discuss it
