· Hello, it’s that time of year again! What a challenging year this has been. I hope that you have still been able to have an active FCCLA Chapter and that your students are preparing for the Region 1 Competition that will take place virtually during the first week of February. Our Registration deadline is Friday January 22nd by midnight.  
· We will be using the DLG registration system for FCCLA Region Conference again this year. This is the same system you have used for Fall Leadership and National Meetings if you were able to attend. Feel free to contact Monique Nielsen or Nikki Sue Larkin with any registration questions. This is the website for registration, the link can also be found on the Utah FCCLA Website. https://www.registermychapter.com/fccla/ut-r1
· All your student information will transfer from your affiliation.  Please attach correct STAR events and appropriate affiliations from the drop-down menus. 
· Please make sure you double-check the correct level of competition.  They should compete on the same level they are affiliated with at Nationals. 
· To be affiliated as a level 3 member and compete level 3 students must be or   have been in one of the following classes: 
· Culinary Arts/Management

· Early Childhood Education I & II, Early Childhood Intern

· Textile Design 

· Entrepreneurship

· Interior Design II

· Advanced Interior Design
· Once a student is affiliated as level 3, they remain level 3 in all other affiliations throughout high school.

· Advisers still need to register but there is no registration fee for advisers this year.  Only register students who are competing in a STAR Event. 
· Please fill out the registration information completely and remember to list those who are competing as a team together.  If you have students competing as a team they are all team 1; if there are 2 or more teams from your school competing in the same event the first group would be team 1 and the other group(s) competing would be team 2 and so on. 

· Students need to be affiliated and invoices paid for affiliation before you can register them so please plan accordingly. If you have affiliated your students, please double check to see if you have paid for them. Credit card payments for affiliation will allow you to register immediately.  If you are paying affiliation by check or PO, you will not be able to register until National FCCLA Headquarters has received the payment. 
· This system times out after 20 minutes, so when you are registering students set aside the time needed to focus on this!

· Your online registration must be completed by Friday January 22nd, 2021. Payment must also be postmarked by January 22nd to avoid a late fee charge.  Late Registrations will be accepted until January 27th with a $5 late Fee.  No other registrations will be accepted after the 27th. If a student drops out after registration no refund will be given.

· Checks need to be made out to Utah FCCLA for the total amount.  If you are using the credit card payment option a 4% fee will be charged.  You will pay using the PayPal link in the DLG Registration system.
· Payment must be postmarked by January 22nd, 2021
· Late registration will be accepted until January 27th, 2021 with an additional $5 
· Cost is $10 per student and advisor.  $15 if registration is late.
· For this year there will only be a registration fee for students competing in STAR Events, Advisers need to register but there is no fee.
· Nationals has made some major changes to the Culinary Arts and Baking and pastry STAR events.   Both are now individual events.  The selection process for Nationals will be as follows. They will select the top three students in the state and administer an industry assessment. The top 10 scores in the Nation will compete in a lab setting at National Conference.    The state will implement a similar approach.  A student who wishes to participate at Regions will be completing an industry assessment. The top two scores per region will move on to state. Each school is still allowed two teams, which are now individuals in each competition. 

· The theme for Early Childhood 2020-21: “Community Helpers”. The theme stays the same for state and nationals, but the activity will change.
· Please follow the new STAR events manual for 2020-21 carefully, be sure to follow the procedures and time requirements for Virtual Competitions.  These guidelines are there to help you and your students.  Follow the rubrics closely.  The Star Event manual can now be downloaded by logging in to your FCCLA portal at https://affiliation.registermychapter.com/fccla#. Once you are logged in on the far right there is a drop-down arrow, select Resources and then click on Competitive Events.   Also don’t forget that there are several online STAR events as well. 
· Help your students make it to state! Students will NOT ADVANCE to state in March if they do not have a score of 50 points or higher. We are searching for more quality projects and rewarding students for good effort. 

· Dress Code: Students should follow the FCCLA dress code while recording presentations and to the awards session. Red, black, white or khaki. Advisers should be in business casual dress. (No Jeans, leggings or tennis shoes, flip flops) Show by example how to dress professional and follow the dress code. Our students watch us. Please refer to the website for more information regarding the dress code. 

· State Convention will also be virtual this year.  Nikki Sue Larkin will send out more information regarding registration and dates soon.  

· Every school should have signed up to help with a STAR Event (Monique sent an e-mail with a link to a sign-up genius, let me know if I need to send it again to you).  Each Advisor will oversee a STAR event (possibly two) and act as the room consultant (or designate a room consultant). You will need to recruit 3 evaluators for your assigned STAR Event(s). All evaluations will be completed online and need to be completed between February 3-5th.  The Room Consultant will finalize the scores and submit each of the evaluator’s rubrics between February 8-10th.  We will send more information out about this after our Board Meeting in January.  We will still provide a small token of appreciation to those who help with our STAR Events (likely an Amazon gift card).
